not  think that the petition was likely  to 
meet  with favour in official circles at the 
Capital. We,  of  course, are  not infallible, 
and  it is quite  within the limits of possibility 
that the petition may be received with 
every favour. In any case the document is 
sure to meet with all the consideration and 
attention that documents of that kind 
usually receive from English officials. We 
have thought it right to make this explana-
tion in order that our readers may under-
stand that the opinions we express,in these 
columns, are opinions based upon informa-
tion that reaches us from various channels, 
and that these opinions should not be taken 
as official or even semi-official usterances. 
So much for the past. 

For the present  :  C. R. and ONE WHO HAS 

SIGNED seem to be very angry with us 
because we have not given sufficient publi-
city to the petition in question. We can 
only regret that it should be so. We have 
never refused the hospitality of these co-
lumns to any object that we considered 
likely to be beneficial to the public at large, 
but, in the present instance, we do not think 
that the aim which the promoters of the 
petition have in view can benefit any one. 
However displeasing the course we have 
adopted may be to C. R. and ONE WHO HAS 

SIGNED, we must maintain our privilege to 
act as we think right. We may, of course, 
be very dense, and we may be entirely 
wrong in this matter, but our opinion is 
that agitation on the subject upon which 
we are now writing, can only engender ill 
feelingbetween the native and the Euro-
pean inhabitants of the country, and be 
productive of no possible good. There is 
no  question, at present, of withdrawing the 
British troops from the country and agita-
tion on the subject is, therefore, quite 
unnecessary. We think we sh  ill  be right 
in adding that when the moment arrives 
for taking so important a step, the Euro-
pean colony, both at Alexandria and else-
where, may have every confidence that 
nothing will be done without full considera-
tion. We have no doubt that the opinions 
of those persons, long acquainted with the 
country, will be taken into account, and it 
is not probable that the lessons to be de-
rived from the past will be overlooked. We 
feel sure that there is not the least danger 
of precipitate action, or of the guarantees 
for order being removed until there is an 
absolute certainty that other guarantees of 
an equally trustworthy nature are forth-
coming. This is our opinion, ,derived from 
various channels of information that are 
open to us, and the future will show 
whether or no we are right ; but assuming 
that we are right, as we have every 
reason to believe  we  are, there can  be 
no possible necessity for the course  that 
is being adopted by C. R. and ONE WHO HAS 

SIGNED, while the agitation of which these 
gentlemen are the avowed promoters, with 
the desire, no doubt, to do good according 
to their lights, can only have the effect, as 
we said before, of engendering ill feeling 
between the native and European inhabi-
tants  •  of the country. That is the reason 
why we decline to give this petition our 
support. 

We may also add that it appears to us a 
strange fact that a public meeting of the 
inhabitants of Alexandria was not convened 
for the purpose of considering the propriety 
of drawing up and presenting such a peti-
tion. We believe this is the usual course 
adopted in such cases and it will be obvious 
to our readers that the petition would have 
carried far greater weight had it been the 
outcome of a resolution duly passed at a 
public meeting, and afterwards deposited 
at some public establishment, the. Bourse 
for instance, where the general public could 
have signed it, instead of being drawn up 
and taken about the town, for the purpose 
of obtaining signatures, by gentlemen with 
whom we regret we find ourselves compel-
led to differ on this occasion.

all classes of the population of  .  Egypt's distant 
and troublesome dependency. 

BRITISH OFFICERS IN THE 
EGYPTIAN ARMY. 

XI. 

MAJOR WATSON R.E., who has been appointed 
Surveyor General in the Egyptian War Office, 
received his first commission as lieutenant in the 
Royal Engineers in April 1866. After passing the 
usual period at the School of Military Engineering, 
Chatham, he was employed for some years upon 
the fortifications at Cork Harbour, building the 
batteries for heavy rifled guns. He returned to 
Chatham in 1871, and assisted in organizing the 
first company of Submarine Mining Engineers, 
and in arranging the details for the Submarine 
Defence of the United Kingdom. In 1874 he was 
permitted to enter the service of His Highness 
the late Khedive and joined Colonel Gordon, who 
was, at that time, Governor General of the Equa-
torial Provinces of the Soodan. While attached to 
Colonel Gordon, Lieutenant Watson made a survey 
of the White Nile from Khartoum to Gondokoro. 
In the following year, a severe attack of fever 
compelled his return to England, and, on his 
recovery, he was nominated to an appointment in 
the War Office, under the Inspector General of 
Fortifications. In 1878 he was selected to be 
aide-decamp to the Inspector General, General 
Sir Lintorn Simmons, G.C.B., whose name is well 
known in connexion with Eastern affairs. At the 
end of the same year he was promoted to the rank 
of Captain in the Royal Engineers. In 1880 Cap-
tain Watson was appointed Assistant Superin-
tendent of General Supplies under the Director 
General of Stores at the India Office, in which 
position he was engaged upon the inspection and 
shipment of the various stores sent from England 
for the use of the Military and other Government 
Departments in India. In August 1882 he was sent 
to Egypt on special service, and was employed in 
the Intelligence Department under Colonel Tul-
loch C.B. and Colonel Sir Redvers Buller K.C.M.G. 
C.B. He was subsequently attached to the staff 
of Sir Drury Lowe K.C.B., and was present with 
the cavalry at the battle of Tel-el-Kebeer. Captain 
Watson accompanied the advance guard of the 
cavalry in the march to Cairo, and was in com-
mand of the troops which occupied the Citadel on 
the night of the 14th September. On his return to 
England he received the brevet of Major, and was 
decorated with the Order of the Medjidieh by His 
Highness the Khedive. In January 1883 he re-
signed his appointment at the India Office in order 
to take service with General Sir Evelyn Wood V.C. 
in Egypt. 

OUR LONDON LETTER. 

(FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.) 

LONDON, 23rd February. 
Few incidents of late years have been more 

startling and dramatic than the capture and exa-
mination of the band of assassins concerned in 
the murder of Mr. Burke, and in whose death 
that of Lord Frederick Cavendish was uninten-
tionally involved. 

The candour of one of the band, James Carey ex-
bricklayer and Town Councillor of Dublin, leaves 
nothing to be desired, and the evidence of this 
informer bears truth on the face of it. His twenty 
four associates are all committed for trial. 

Not content with presenting Cleopatra's Needle 
to the nation, that lover of Egypt, Sir Erasmus 
Wilson, has subscribed £500 towards and has 
consented to become the President of the Egyp-
tian Exploration Fund, and we are expecting in-
teresting results from the work going on at 
Maskhuta. 

The vexed question as to the re-erection of the 
Duke of Wellington's colossal statue on the top 
of the Arch when reconstructed, has been referred 
to a Parliamentary Committee to report on, and 
for the benefit of London, it is to be hoped that 
the Committee will recommend some other site 
than the top of an Arch. 

The Square behind the Horse Guards, seems 
perhaps the best, as well as the most appropriate 
position for it ;—it has been said to be as difficult 
to design a pedestal as a statue, but if a lofty base 
were constructed with hollowed sloping sides and 
groups at the corners, so as take away from the 
rectangular look of the horse and rider, the whole 
might be made to form an imposing object, of 
which we should have no cause to be ashamed. 

Another improvement in progress is the demoli-
tion of the huge and ugly stone house at Kensing-
ton which Baron Grant erectedbut never furnished 
nor occupied, it will soon be rased to the ground 
and villas and terraces occupy its site, it is said 
that the ingenious financier contrived to borrow  

on it more than it cost, and consequently the 
losses of the mortgagees have been very heavy. 

It occupies the site of a house which King 
Charles II gave to Madame de Queroaille, a, lady 
whom the King created Duchess of Portsmouth, 
and whose portrait hangs in the " Kings' Bed-
chamber " at, Hampton Court, amongst other . . 
	 " beauties " by Sir Peter Lely, " Whose 
drapery hints we may adMire them freely." 

I remember the long red brick house with 
stone facings, it was latterly used as a Lunatic 
Asylum, and though 200 years old was better 
looking than the house now in course of demo-
lition. 

The following story of an asylum seems incred-
ible but it is all quite true : 

Shortly before Christmas last a female attend-
ant at the large County Asylum, on Barming 
Heath, near Maidstone, was quitting a patient's 
room, with a custard in her hand which the 
patient had refused, and which was subsequently 
sworn to be of the value of one penny, no 

 •  more 
and no less, when she met with some one who 
asked her what she was going to do with this 
delicacy, and she replied, to eat it ; whether her 
diabolical intention was actually carried into exe-
cution or not, the report I have seen does not say, 
however, that was what she said, and she was 
dismissed from her duties in consequence and left 
the inhospitable place. 

Whether the consciousness of her crime ren-
dered her reckless, or the custard wrought on her 
feelings to such an extent that she needed dis-
traction, or what it was, no one can tell ; but she 
got married and settled at Manchester, and the 
society of her husband gradually effaced the 
penny custard from her memory, but the sleuth 
hounds of the law were set in motion by the 
Barming Asylum, and she was summoned before 
the Maidstone magistrates, and travelled from 
Manchester to Maidstone in obedience to the 
summons from the Bench, and these gentlemen 
had the humour to fine her £1 in respect of the 
penny custard. 

Truly there are mad people in Asylums as well 
as out. 

Such prosecutors and Justices tend to bring 
the law into contempt, and they ought to be sat 
upon, like an unfortunate actor in the Pantomime 
at the Plymouth Theatre last week. 

I hear, on the very best authority, that the 
compromise of the Belt libel case has fallen 
through, and that the rule for a new trial will pro-
bably be argued next week. 

Some interesting statistics as to the advantages 
of the Suez Canal to British Commerce have 
been given in a Parliamentary return recently 
issued by the Board of Trade. 

From this it appears that in 1880, the latest 
year about which complete statistics could be 
obtained, the total entries of shipping in the 
United Kingdom from the East amounted to 
1,997,000 tons of which only 842,000 tons or 42 
per cent passed through the Canal. 

The clearances of shipping for the East during 
that year amounted to 2,805,000 tons of which 
1,063,000 tons or 38 per cent merely passed 
though the Canal 

The imports of the Eastern trade amounted to 
£80,377,000 and the exports to £70,694,000. 

Applying the percentage figures obtained from 
the shipping we get £33,758,000 and £28,864,000 
as the value of the exports and imports through 
the Canal during one year. 

Comparing these imports and exports with the 
total of our commerce by sea we arrive at the 
conclusion that of our total imports only about 8 
per cent come through the Canal, and of our total 
exports only about 9i per cent. 

This is considerable, but we have to consider 
whether our commerce suffers in any way in 
consequence of the existence of the Canal, by 
reason of its placing all the Mediterranean ports 
in more direct rapport with the East and which 
previously were unable to compete with us, and 
other things which will be obvious to your com-
mercial readers. 

There are, however, larger considerations than 
those of money, connected with this grand com-
munication between the teeming millions of the 
East and of the West, and should the Canal not 
prove to be of any commercial advantage to us, it 
cannot fail to help the progress of civilization and 
of the world—besides at the present time giving 
us a firmer hold on our Indian possessions—and, 
as in the case of the recent Egyptian difficulties, 
enabling us to avail ourselves of our Indian sol-
diers in case of need.

A correspondent, writing from Beni-Sooef, 
relates the following shocking incident which 
occurred there recently. A boy of about ten years 
'of age, named Mohamed Fattah, went out one 
morning, as usual, from his father's house in 
charge of some sheep which were to pasture in a 
neighbouring field. Towards midday the sheep 
returned alone to the house, Mohamed not being 
with them. His father, astonished at seeing the 
sheep returning alone, unaccompanied by his 
son, left the house and went in search of him. 
After making enquiries from many people, he 
met a  gitaffeer  who stated that he had seen a man 
pass with some sheep, and that he had expressed 
a desire to buy them from him ; the price offered 
by the  ghafeer  not being satisfactory, the man 
proceeded on his way, but the  gliaffeer  said he 
would recognise him if he saw him again. 

The father of the lost child, accompanied by 
this  ghaffeer,  then went in search of the man 
who, after some time, they succeeded in finding 
and arresting. At first he stoutly denied all 
knowledge of the occurrence, but on being brought 
before the Moodeer of Beni-Sooef he ended by 
confessing that he had murdered Mohamed by 
strangling him. The following is the confession 
made by the criminal :- 

" I was incited to commit this crime by 
Mohamed Mansour. He had told me to go in 
company with Abdel Daiem Zayed and Hassan 
Abou Sultan and kill Mohamed Abdel Fattah, in 
order to take away the sheep in his charge. We 
obeyed his order and we carried it out in this 
manner :- 

" My companions took him by the hands and 
feet, and I put my hand on his throat and strangled 
him. He was dead before I took my hand off him. 
I then carried his body on my back and threw it 
into the Nile. After this I led away the sheep, 
which I intended selling at the Tuesday market, 
but when I came near the town, the sheep ran 
away to the house of their owner. I did not dare 
to go after them, fearing I might be recognised." 

Such is the confession made by this cowardly 
assassin, to whom we hope no mercy will be 
shown. In the meantime 'enquiries are being 
made as to the truth of his accusations against 
the two men denounced by him. 

Two men were arrested the other day at the 
village of .  Melig, while offering for sale some 
silver plate which they were suspected of having 
stolen. 

They confessed having, with other accomplices, 
whose names they disclosed, stolen the plate from 
a Church in the village of Kafr-Ibrahim, in the 
Dakahleeyeh Moodereeyeh. 

SOODAN NOTES. 

A correspondent at Khartoom writing on the 
9th of February, reports the arrival at that town 
from the Bahr-el-Gazelle of a steamer, which, it 
was feared, some months ago, had been captured 
by the rebels or had found the passage barred by 
vegetable obstructions in the upper Nile. This 
steamer brought the welcome reinforcements of 
nearly 600 negro soldiers and also brought letters 
from Lupton Bey, who announces that Dr. Junker 
was about four days journey from the residence 
of Zimio, one of the Kings of the Niamnams. 

The other steamer which had been sent to the 
Bahr-el-Gazelle was expected daily at the time 
our correspondent wrote ; and a steamer was in-
tended to leave for Zado on the 10th February, 
where it was hoped Emin Bey had arrived on his 
return from his latest journey. 

On the 27th of January, His Excellency Abdel 
Kader Pasha, at the head of two battalions of 
Egyptian troops, gave battle to 12,000 rebels at 
Maduk, a place situated between Abut and Kawa, 
in the Sennaar Province. The engagement lasted 
for about an hour and resulted in the rebels being 
put to flight, without the Khedive's troops sus-
taining any serious loss. The Cadi of Kawa and 
the son of the Sheikh of the Alawin tribe, who 
were with the rebels, were among the dead left on 
the field. Abdel Kader Pasha pursued the enemy 
as far as Kawa, where he met the steamboat 
coming from the Bahr-el-Gazelle, on board of 
which His Excellency returned to Khartoom. Three 
battalions of troops were then despatched in the

Un redacteur du  Voltaire,  a la suite d'une en-
trevue avec M. Julien Hayem, un des notables 
commercants qui out ate recus, it y a quelques 
jours, par M. le president de la Republique, rend 
compte dans les termes suivants des paroles qui 
ont 6t6 echanees entre M. Grevy et M. Julien 
Hayem, a l'occasion de cette visite :
